Senator SUNUNU Has A Long History Of Siding President Bush On the iraq war
Senator Sununu has an extensive history of siding with the President when it comes to the war in Iraq. 

Sununu has relentlessly supported President Bush’s IRAQ POLICy; Voted with Bush position 11 Times
Sununu voted against the Emergency Supplemental Appropriations Bill.  Senator Sununu sided with Bush and voted against the emergency supplemental appropriations bill that provided funding for the troops in Iraq as well as a plan for withdrawal. Sununu voted nay. [H.R.1591, Vote # 126, 3/29/07, passed 51-47]
Sununu sided with Bush and voted against bringing the troops home from Iraq.  Senator Sununu voted to strike language that would impose a timetable for the withdrawal of U.S. forces from Iraq. Sununu voted yea. [S.Amdt. 643 to H.R. 1591, Vote # 116, 3/27/07, failed 48-50]

Sununu voted against bringing our troops home. Senator Sununu voted against the passage of the joint resolution that would establish a more limited mission for U.S. forces in Iraq and set a non-binding goal of withdrawing most combat troops by March 2008. Sununu voted nay. [S.J.Res. 9, Vote # 75, 3/15/07, failed 48-50]

Sununu remained loyal to the President and voted against Iraq civil war reports.  Senator Sununu voted to table an amendment that would require the Defense Secretary, in consultation with the Secretary of State, to provide Congress with an assessment of whether civil war has broken out in Iraq and a strategy to protect U.S. troops. Sununu voted yea. [S.Amdt. 4885 to H.R. 5631, Vote # 233, 9/6/06, passed 54-44]

Sununu voted against redeployment of American troops out of Iraq in 2006. Senator Sununu voted against the Levin-Reed Amendment, which urged the Administration to begin a phased redeployment of American troops out of Iraq in 2006. Sununu voted nay. [S. Amdt. 4320 to C.R. 6090-6091, Vote #182, 6/22/06, failed 39-60]
Sununu Voted Against Holding The President Accountable For A Plan To Bring Troops Safely Out of Iraq. Senator Sununu voted against an amendment which would have held the Bush Administration accountable by requiring it to submit a plan for Iraq estimated withdrawal dates for U.S. troops. Sununu voted nay.  [S. Amdt. 2519 to S. 1042, Vote #322, 11/15/2005, failed 40-58]

Sununu stood with the President and voted against stronger control for military contractors.  Senator Sununu voted against stricter control on contractors assigned to military facilities and against a new law banning “war profiteering.” Sununu voted nay. [S 2400, Vote # 120, 6/16/04, failed 46-52]

Sununu sided with Bush to eliminate Congressional approval of $20 billion more for Iraq. Senator Sununu voted to kill an amendment that required the President to seek Congressional approval on how to spend $20 billion for the reconstruction of Iraq. Proponents of the amendment argued that Congress should not simply hand over $20 billion in funds to the President to use at his discretion, but instead Bush should have to seek additional funding through the Congressional appropriations process. Sununu voted yea. [S 1689, Vote # 398, 10/17/2003, passed 49-46; Congressional Record, 10/17/2003]

Sununu sided with Bush and voted against stronger control on military contractors. Senator Sununu voted against a $10.3 billion grant to rebuild Iraq and against structuring the rest of the $10 billion as a loan that could be converted to a grant. Sununu voted nay.  [S 1689, Vote #389, 10/16/03, passed 51-47]
Sununu voted against creating Iraqi intelligence commission. Senator Sununu voted to table the Corzine Amendment, which would have created a 12-member independent commission to investigate the development and use of intelligence leading up to the war in Iraq. Sununu voted yea.  [S. Amdt. 1275 to H.R. 2658, Vote # 284, 7/16/03, passed 51-45]
Sununu voted against funds to disarm Iraq. Senator Sununu voted against creating a $100 billion reserve fund to cover the costs of disarming Iraq. The money for this fund would come from a reduction in the Bush tax cut plan. Sununu voted nay.  [SCR 23, Vote #67, 3/21/03, passed 52-47]
Sununu Has also consistently supported Bush’s position in the press
Sununu said it would be “foolish” believe our troops will ever leave Iraq soon.  Sununu said that he thought withdrawing troops by the end of 2008 was realistic. “I think the goal of withdrawing [all American] combat troops by the end of 2008 is very realistic and attainable,” Sununu said. “I think it would be foolish for anyone to predict a day when there would be zero” troops in Iraq, Sununu stated. Sununu opposed a date to bring troops home.  In March, after returning from a trip to Iraq, Sununu opposed bringing the troops home soon. “Telling members of al Qaeda, militias, or insurgent groups the date we will begin and end troop withdrawals is irresponsible. That is why I voted to eliminate language regarding troop pullout from the emergency war supplemental. Our military should not remain in Iraq a single day longer than is absolutely necessary, but the timetable for bringing them home should be driven by security conditions, not partisan posturing.”  [Sununu Press Release, 3/29/07]

Sununu said an increase of Iraqi troops is working. Sununu said Iraq deployed 6,000 troops to Baghdad to help with security. “It’s only been four weeks and there has been some modest improvements,” Sununu said. “It doesn’t change my concerns that unless the government continues to make tough decisions and takes on responsibility for security and political reconciliation, (improvements) we’ll see won’t be maintained.”  [The Union Leader, 3/18/07]
Sununu said troops need funding as soon as possible.  Senator Sununu said “the message was very clear,” he said, citing his conversations with troops while in Iraq.  “We need this funding, and we need it immediately.”  [New York Times, 4/3/07]
