	ANNCR: Tim Johnson is still voting with the President on Iraq.  On March 23rd, he voted against bringing our troops home.
	Congressman Johnson voted no on HR1591 [Vote #186, 3/23/07].  The vote was for the passage of the bill that appropriated $124.3 billion in fiscal 2007 emergency funding, it also called for a withdrawal of U.S. forces from Iraq by August 2008 and establish requirements for unit readiness and deployment lengths. 
Congressman Johnson has consistently voted with the President on Iraq, including: 

HRS 861: Congressman Johnson voted for the Non-Binding Iraq Resolution. The vote was for a resolution endorsing President Bush’s Iraq policy while declaring that the United States will prevail in the war against terrorism. The resolution also takes a stand against setting withdrawal dates. The resolution was written entirely by the GOP and Democrats were barred from proposing an alternative. Many Democrats felt the resolution was unfair because it conjoined non-controversial measures, such as declaring support for the ongoing Global War on Terror, with controversial measures, such as joining the War in Iraq to the War on Terror. [HRS 861, Vote #288, 6/16/06; CQ Today, 6/16/06]
HRS 612: Congressman Johnson voted against setting timetables for withdrawing from Iraq. The vote was for a resolution declaring that setting an “artificial timetable” for withdrawing the U.S. military from Iraq would be “inconsistent with achieving victory.” The resolution also called Iraq’s December 2005 election a “crucial victory” for Iraq that would not have been possible without the presence of U.S. troops. [HRS 612, Vote #648, 12/16/05]
HJ RES 114: Congressman Johnson voted to authorize the President to use force against Iraq. The legislation allowed the president to use the military “against the continuing threat” posed by the Iraqi regime. The resolution authorized Mr. Bush to use the armed forces “as he determines to be necessary and appropriate” to defend the nation against “the continuing threat posed by Iraq,” and to enforce “all relevant” United Nations Security Council resolutions on Iraq. It required him to report to Congress within 48 hours of any military action. The resolution encouraged the president to try to work through the United Nations before acting alone though it left him with broad latitude. [HJ RES 114, Vote #455, 10/2/02; New York Times, 10/11/02]
