Porter Voted Against Providing Equal Pay. Congressman Porter voted against the bill that would amend the 1964 Civil Rights Act to allow employees to file charges of pay discrimination within 180 days of the last received paycheck affected by the alleged discriminatory decision. The bill would clarify that an employee is entitled to up to two years of back-pay if it is determined that discrimination occurred.[HR 2831, Vote #768, 4/23/08, CQ Vote Description]

Porter Voted for Handouts to Big Oil, Energy Corporations.  In 2005, Porter voted in favor of the energy conference report that exempted oil and gas industries from some clean-water laws, streamlined permits for oil wells and power lines on public lands and helped the hydropower industry appeal environmental restrictions.  It also includes an estimated $85 billion worth of subsidies and tax breaks for most forms of energy – including oil and gas, “clean coal,” ethanol, electricity and solar and wind power.  The bill passed 275-156. [HR 6, Vote #445, 7/28/05; Washington Post, 7/30/05]
Porter Voted For $37 Billion In Corporate Tax Breaks And Subsidies For The Coal, Oil, Nuclear And Natural Gas Industries In 2003.  In 2003, Porter voted in favor of the Republican energy bill, a massive handout to the coal, oil, nuclear and natural gas industries and promoted as a means to reduce America’s reliance on foreign sources of energy.  The bill included $37 billion in corporate tax breaks and subsidies for the coal, oil, nuclear and natural gas industries.  The bill passed 246-180.  [HR 6, Vote #630, 11/18/03; League of Conservation Voters]
Porter Voted to Protect Oil Companies over Renewable Energies.  In 2008, Porter voted against the Renewable Energy and Energy Conservation Tax Act.  The legislation comprehensively invested resources into wind, solar, and geothermal energy systems.  Furthermore, it extended tax credits to producers of cleaner burning bio-diesel and cellulosic alcohol based fuels.  The legislation also eliminated a manufacturing tax deduction for larger oil and gas companies.  The bill passed, 236-182.  [HR 5351, Vote #84, 2/27/08; Release, Majority Whip Jim Clyburn, 2/27/08]
Porter voted against setting timetables for withdrawing from Iraq. Congressman Porter voted for a resolution declaring that setting an “artificial timetable” for withdrawing the U.S. military from Iraq would be “inconsistent with achieving victory.” The resolution also called Iraq’s December 2005 election a “crucial victory” for Iraq that would not have been possible without the presence of U.S. troops. [HRS 612, Vote #648 (D 59-108, R 220-0), 12/16/05]

Porter has stood with Bush and repeatedly voted against bringing American troops home. Congressman Porter has consistently voted against bringing our troops home from Iraq. [H Con Res 63, Vote #99 (D 229-2, R 17-180), 2/16/07; HR 1591, Vote #265, 4/25/07; HR 2237, Vote #330, 5/10/07; HR 2956, Vote #624, 7/12/07]
FACT: Ensign Stood With President Bush. 

Ensign Voted Against Energy Bill Aimed At Increasing Fuel Economy Standards by $13B in Subsidies for Major Oil and Gas Companies.  In 2007, Ensign voted against a motion to invoke cloture (thus limiting debate) on the Reid, D-Nev., motion to concur in the House amendment to the Senate amendment with an additional amendment to the bill that would require new Corporate Average Fuel Economy standards of 35 miles per gallon for cars and light trucks, and require the production and use of 36 billion gallons of biofuels by 2022. It would direct the Energy Department to set new energy efficiency standards. The additional amendment would strike a provision that would require utilities to produce 15 percent of their electricity from alternative sources by 2020. It also would increase to $21.8 billion a package of tax incentives that would be offset in part by eliminating or reducing $13 billion in subsidies for major oil and gas companies.  The motion was rejected 59-40.  [CQ.com; HR 6, Vote #425, 12/13/07]

Ensign Sided With Bush And Voted Against Bringing The Troops Home From Iraq.  Senator Ensign voted to strike language that would impose a timetable for the withdrawal of U.S. forces from Iraq. [S.Amdt. 643 to H.R. 1591, Vote # 116, 3/27/07, failed 48-50]

Ensign Voted Against Redeployment Of American Troops Out Of Iraq In 2006. Senator Ensign voted against the Levin-Reed Amendment, which urged the Administration to begin a phased redeployment of American troops out of Iraq in 2006. [S. Amdt. 4320 to C.R. 6090-6091, Vote #182, 6/22/06, failed 39-60]

Ensign Voted Against Holding The President Accountable For A Plan To Bring Troops Safely Out of Iraq. Senator Ensign voted against an amendment which would have held the Bush Administration accountable by requiring it to submit a plan for Iraq estimated withdrawal dates for U.S. troops. [S. Amdt. 2519 to S. 1042, Vote #322, 11/15/2005, failed 40-58]
